2008 David Thompson Brigade — Rocky Mountain House to Thunder Bay

A bicentennial event is being organized to commemorate David Thompson, the greatest land geographer of
his time. Following his crossing of Howse Pass in June of 1807, David Thompson began his return trip in the
spring of 1808 to report his findings to the Partners of the North West Company. Wherever David Thompson
traveled, so did the voyageurs engaged by him. Just as the voyageurs were the backbone of the fur trade, the
voyageurs under Thompson, in many respects, were the backbone of his explorations.

The_2008 David Thompson Brigade will travel from Rocky Mountain House, AB to Fort William, ON (near
modern-day Thunder Bay) covering a total distance of 3,599 km. The route includes paddling downstream,
upstream, across open water, and approximately 35 portages. The journey will begin on May 10, 2008 and
finish 71 days later, on July 18, 2008 and will take advantage of higher water levels during spring run-off.
There is approximately one rest day per week when teams will not be paddling and will remain for at least two
consecutive nights in the same location.

The route has been divided into 10 sections of different distances and difficulty and teams can paddle as
many sections as they would like, however, teams can join or leave the Brigade only at these locations.

Teams will be visiting communities along the entire route, and setting up camp along the shore every evening.
Just as the brigades of the fur-trade era provided a diversion from every-day life and an opportunity to spread
tidings, teams in the 2008 David Thompson Brigade are expected to act as goodwill ambassadors with the
people and communities along the route. Teams are encouraged to participate in the spirit of the event by
dressing in period costumes, singing French voyageur songs, etc.

The 2008 David Thompson Brigade is a team event. Teams, especially those paddling more than one
section, must account for the possibility that one or more team members will be temporarily unable to
participate. Teams are encouraged to have more members to ensure that there will be enough able-bodied
members at all times. The minimum team size is 8 people.

Each paddler must be in good physical condition and prepared for the challenges of a long, arduous journey
in all weather conditions. Some things to expect on the journey include:

* Long days (up to 10-12 hours of paddling)

» Many days in a row of paddling (up to 9 days)

* Only one rest day between long stretches of paddling
* Portages (the longest portage is 31 km).

Each paddler must provide a written statement identifying their past experiences, their readiness for this
adventure, and how they are preparing for the 2008 David Thompson Brigade.



anoe Meadows Slalom Site

Canoe Meadows Slalom Site for the Recreational Padd  ler

The Canoe Meadows Slalom Site on the Kananaskis River features a variety of river and shoreline features
for whitewater paddling. The Alberta Whitewater Association (AWA) maintains a permanent slalom gate
system for the training and competitions of slalom kayak athletes and other paddlers. This site is the
provincial training site for slalom paddling and is well utilized throughout the competition season (April to
October). Even during the off season (November to March) warm weather spells will create opportunities for
the athletes to train on the water.

Created in 1984, the site is the permanent host of the annual Provincial Slalom Championships, 4 National
Whitewater Championships, and 1 North American Championship. This site is a cornerstone of Alberta
paddling. Canoe Meadows is only 45 minutes from Calgary and 30 minutes from Canmore and it is used
whenever there is water in the river. Connected to a group camping site, this sports facility is an ideal venue
for competitions, river festivals and club trips.

Water for this sport venue is released by TransAlta from the Barrier Dam on the Kananaskis River. TransAlta
releases water at a consistent volume during posted times for hydro-electric generation. TransAlta attempts to
coordinate its water releases from this dam with peak recreation periods.

Originally developed for a 30 gate - 800 m race venue in the 1980'’s the sport has changed in the past 2
decades. Today slalom races are 300 — 400 m long with a maximum of 24 gates. This allows the 1,000 m
Canoe Meadows Slalom Site to have 3 different - 300 m sites for slalom races.

The top section has two primary features, the Green Tongue at the start and Cartwheel corner at the end,
with a fast primary flow and minimal midstream obstructions. It has a strong powerful mainstream current
with good side eddies. The big drops in the Green Tongue and Cartwheel Corner create the speed and wave
trains downstream of them.

The mid section starts at Cartwheel corner and runs down to the Notch, its primary feature is Miami Hole. This
section is noted for its many midstream obstacles, slower current speeds and excellent fish ladder
recirculation system. With its spectator friendly beach it is the choice site for intermediate level clinics and
training.

The lower section starts at the Notch and runs to the takeout eddy, its primary feature is the Slide. This
section is noted for the slow water at the Notch and the quick tempo and smaller split flows in the Slide. The
midstream obstacles in the Slide create two intertwined but separate channels that are small but very fast.

Canoe Meadows Slalom Site for the Geek

Top Section — Put In to ‘Bacco Road

In the top section, it is important here to retain the speed, power and full volume potential of the river. This
section is characterized by a strong smooth laminar flow of water with little variation apart from the 2 drops.

At the start of the race course is a slower pool of water from the put in eddy down to the first 1.2 m drop at the
Green Tongue. For races this is an ideal start location providing a warm up area and an initial sprint to the
first gate. This also allows intermediate paddlers an opportunity to stop and scout the next 250m.

Starting with the big drop at the Green Tongue there is series of standing waves that provides some surfing
for recreational paddlers and creates the speed in the rest of this reach. Over the next 250 m there is a good
series of long and deep eddies both left and right. There are 2 midstream obstacles in this reach. Attainment
upstream is relatively easy along the river left.



The sharp right hand corner at the bottom of the reach has a 0.6 m drop that can create problems for
intermediate paddlers that get forced to the river left side. This is followed by a series of pulsating waves and
a long recovery pool. Attainment from below Cartwheel Corner to the first straightaway above is very difficult.

Public access to this section of the river is limited due to the cliff on the river right side (near side) from the put
in eddy down to Cartwheel Corner. There is easy viewing along the top escarpment with good railings
overlooking the Green Tongue. A scree slide - goat trail runs down from the overlook to the Green Tongue
that is used by photographers. Lower down there is a natural trail extending from the end of the cliffs to
‘Bacco Road. Walking out onto the berm at Cartwheel Corner gives the viewer a great look upstream and
downstream, but the footing on the large rock can be treacherous.

Mid Section — ‘Bacco Road to Notch

Directly above ‘Bacco Road is Cartwheel Corner and the long pool created by the sweeping groyne on river
right that forces the river to the left bank and over the 0.6 m drop on the corner. Long shoreline eddies on
both sides sandwich a fast midstream current that continues for 75 m down to the Miami Hole.

The Miami Hole is created by a concrete highway divider placed in the middle of the river and squeezed on
both sides to force the flow into the middle over the divider. This forms a recirculating water feature known as
a hole. It can be used for side surfing.

From Miami hole down to the Notch is a favourite spot because of the good fish ladders, easy accessibility,
good spectator viewing and intermediate level of difficulty. The 4 midstream obstacles in this section slow
down the river and create a diversity of options for movement across the river that teaches edge control and
forward motion maintenance.

There is a 50 m flat section above the Notch that gives some recovery time for boaters. At the Notch the
water is squeezed through a tight opening that creates a swirling boil below that is a challenge for navigation
and staying upright.

Pubic access to this section is easy from the group campground and the staging meadow either via the
‘Bacco Road or the Miami trail. In 2006 the Miami Beach area was restored by the placement of a 1.2 m high
rock wall for 35 m along the shoreline and backfilling for 3 m behind it. This has created a better spectator
area and a place for the public to hang out near the water. It will also minimize future erosion and
sedimentation in the river over time by stabilizing this bank.

Removal of mid-river sedimentation below Miami Hole in 2006 resulted in a slowing of the downstream
current and a deepening of the recirculation affect. This has caused the hole to be stickier than it was in the
past resulting in more rafts becoming stuck in the hole and flipping.

Lower Section — Notch to Take Out Eddy

There is a 150 m flat section below the Notch that includes some midstream boulders before entering into the
Slide. At the Notch the water is squeezed through a tight opening before dumping into a deep pool that
creates a swirling boil that is a challenge for navigation and staying upright. After exiting this pool the water
remains relatively calm before it bend around a corner and enters the Slide. Two midstream obstacles provide
some diversity and training areas for edge control in this section.

The Slide has the greatest continued gradient on the Kananaskis that creates a lot of speed and turbulence in
this 150 m of river. The river here is definitely split into two separate channels with each channel carrying half
the river’'s volume. Between the two channels are several midstream islands that allow paddlers to crisscross
between the channels in the eddies below the islands. They also serve as fish ladders for paddlers to move
upstream to repeat their training program without exiting from their boats. These are some of the best eddies
on the river and provide quick turns and challenging diversity in the rapids.

This section will not overpower the paddler like the Upper Section, but it is challenging in the quickness and
speed of the water and the need for fine control of the boat in a high intensity environment. While it is
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possible to float down either channel with little effort, slalom course designers will utilize many of the features
to demand racers exhibit their technical skills.

At the bottom of the slide, the river makes a sharp right bend before dumping into a calm deep pool at the
takeout.

Public access to this section of the river is limited due to the steep embankment on river right. Once at the
river there is a developed formal trail from the Notch all the way to the last cliff at the takeout. At the takeout
eddy there is a well-developed boat launch with a trail that leads back up to the day use parking. There are
several informal trails down to the river from the group campground through the trees that are a cause for
concern both environmentally and for safety reasons.

Membership Survey Resuls

53 out of 160 memberships (family, couples, individuals) filled out the online member survey recently (nearly
one third — by survey standards that is an excellent response rate!) The board will be taking all of the results
and detailed responses under consideration at the strategic planning session being planned for early spring.
Thanks to all who participated — your voice has been heard!

Part One covered the club’s mission and goals. 65-85% “agreed” or “strongly agreed” that the mission of the
club is clear, precise, timely, achievable and inspiring. A few were “neutral” and very few “somewhat
disagree.” 68% said “job well done” on the river trips, and an additional 26% rated them as satisfactory.
There is also a high rate of satisfaction with lessons, rentals and social events. An interesting note: 51% said
they “do not know” how well the club is succeeding with nordic skiing.

Part Two covered more specific aspects of member services and benefits. No one rated the meetings as
“unsatisfactory”, and just a few indicated “somewhat unsatisfied”. 63-92% were “satisfied” or “very satisfied”
with meetings, with particularly high satisfaction with speakers and topics and food was rated slightly lower in
terms of satisfaction. Several more specific topics were suggested. Those who responded regarding why they
don't attend said it was due to either the night of the week or the location was inconvenient for them.

81% of respondents read the Voice of the River newsletter! 67% said they would welcome it by email instead
of a mailed hard copy. 63-70% were satisfied with the format, content, method of distribution and frequency.
Several people suggested specific topics they would like to see covered in the newsletter in the future. Most
respondents were “satisfied” with the website with higher satisfaction ratings for the forum, and slightly lower
ratings for ‘visual appeal’. As for trips, 88-97% are “satisfied” or “very satisfied” with the number and variety of
trips as well as the information provided. The club’s fleet of canoes and equipment were rated as “neutral” by
48-52% of respondents. 96% of respondents were “satisfied” or “very satisfied” with the coordination of trips
and the ‘fun factor’.

75% of respondents utilize the Undercurrents member benefit discount, followed closely by 66% participation
in the MEC night. 47% take advantage of the Campers Village discount and 36% take part in the Aquabatics
discount.

Part Three was the “great fundraising debate” where members told us what they envision for fundraising for
the club. The debate mirrored much of the ongoing discussion the board is having at this time. Priority areas
for fundraising were 1. Core 2. Programs and 3. Projects. Facility rentals and grants come out on top for
having the most fundraising potential for the club, followed by increasing membership fees. 72% prefer to
donate their time, 50% would like to offer ideas for fundraising, 22% would give the club contacts and 16%
would donate their money. Some new ideas for fundraising were suggested.

Overall, the member survey revealed generally high levels of satisfaction with the club, and helped identify a
few areas to work on improving. Thanks again for taking part!
