xecutive Director’s Report

As | write this, the forecast high for Sunday is -26C. Maybe it's time to put away the canoes, and take out the skis?

On the topic of skiing: Doug Ohrn and Gary Blechinger have our Nordic Ski Tour schedule ready to go. Big “thanks”
to both of them! We've followed the lead taken by the Norseman Ski Club, and adopted a more aggressive “risk
management plan” for our ski program. As with our canoe tours, we will be able to add ski trips to the schedule
throughout the winter season by way of our website Forum.

We did manage to add 37 more canoe tours this past summer via our Forum. This, in addition to the 55 that were on
our official printed schedule. 92 tours in all. An impressive total, wouldn’t you say?

Volunteers continue to play a crucial role in our club’s activities. The 55 trips were coordinated by 24 volunteers and
the 37 trips were coordinated by 19 volunteers. However, as some of the same volunteers were involved in both
categories, our entire canoe tour season was the result of the efforts of 34 individual tour coordinators.

Volunteers like Membership Chair Mollie Cole and her committee members helped our club to increase our
membership numbers in 2006, following several years of gradual declines. We enjoyed some increased numbers in
all categories — both single and family, as well as the total number of children. Our final total, as reported to ARCA
last week, was 347 members.

For anyone interested in the demographics of our club, here’s what we look like:

Adult Members 45 to 64 years: 142
Adult Members 25 to 44 years: 101
Adult Members 18 to 24: 2
Total Adult: 260
Youth Members 18 to 24 (part of family): 14
Youth Members 13 to 17 years: 29
Youth Members 1 to 12 years: 46
Total Youth: 89

The volunteer presenters for our adventure travel slide shows also add tremendously to our club, by providing a focal
point for our social activities. For several years now, we've been enjoying very large turnouts for most of our monthly
meeting/slide shows. Sixty to seventy five attendees is not unusual. We achieved a new attendance record when one
hundred people turned out for our recent AGM, which featured historian David Finch’s Nahanni River presentation.

That same BWCC AGM saw the election of club members who will lead us into 2007: President Mike Kelly, Vice
President Peter Kozlik, Secretary Carol Vickery-Sulis, Treasurer Jim Clampett, Member Representatives Brian
Hopkins, Doug Ohrn, Tina Barzo and Howard Heffler, and last but not least, Past President David Campden. Thanks
to each of them for generously volunteering your time to serve on our Board.

Bow Waters was well represented at the recent Alberta Recreational Canoe Association (ARCA) AGM in Red Deer.
Amongst the 48 delegates attending were Bow Waters representatives Mike Kelly, Peter Kozlik, Jim Clampett, Brian
Hopkins, Tina Barzo and me.

We congratulate Jim Clampett who was elected ARCA Treasurer for the coming year.

The Fall Group Canoe Lessons program has wrapped up since our last newsletter. Karla Handy and her instructors
looked after another 690 students. That brings our student total for the season to 1,935 including group lessons, adult
lessons and youth summer camps. I'm pleased to let you know that Karla will be returning as our Lessons Program
Coordinator for 2007. It will be her sixth year with Bow Waters, and she’s already working on ideas to improve and
enhance our programs.

Since the beginning of September, our hall facility has hosted a 50" wedding anniversary party, four weddings, an
outdoor club year-end function (Calgary Road Runners), a volunteer recognition party (Inglewood Bird Sanctuary),
two Norseman Ski Club functions and two special Saturday functions for our resident Arise Gateway Church. We
have four Christmas parties booked for December.

The club’s Board has adopted a new set of policies and procedures (P&P) for ski touring. They can be
viewed on the members’ part of the club website. This decision was made primarily to improve the safety
of members and guests on club ski tours, but also because of difficulties in obtaining insurance to cover
ski touring in avalanche terrain.

The P&P are borrowed from the Norseman Ski Club, whose members carried out a major effort to
develop them. A few modifications were made to fit them to the BWCC. The board decided that even
though the P&P have not had input from the membership, it is vital to have a set of policies in place
before another ski season got started. The P&P are labelled as “interim for the 2006/07 ski season”, to
encourage members to comment over the next few months. The idea is that the P&P would be
incorporated into the Members’ Handbook when it is next updated.

The new P&P are mainly aimed at increasing the safety of skiing in terrain where avalanches can be a
hazard. They are less relevant to ski trips that are rated “green,” which are typically cross-country track or
trail skiing where avalanche hazard is not a factor. However, there are some features that will increase
the safety of all ski tours.

The main goal, of course, is for us to know how to have wonderful days of accident-free backcountry
skiing. But if there should happen to be an incident, we should be sure we have the skills to carry out
effective rescue.

What are the main features of the new P&P?

1. There are now standards for training

- Every year all members who want to go on ski tours rated orange, red (and sometimes yellow)
must complete a recognized session (typically just an afternoon) on avalanche rescue and
transceiver use. “Recognized” means a session conducted by a certified mountain guide. This is
intended to ensure that all members are proficient in their skills and up-to-date on techniques.
(Let’s face it, when it comes right down to it, a lot of us are probably not as proficient as we would
like to think we are!)
Every five years all members must attend an avalanche awareness course. The courses put on
by the U of C Outdoor Programs Centre are a good example. To help club members ease into
the new regime, for the 2006/07 season members with extensive experience in safe travel in
avalanche terrain will not be required to take a course this year. (But perhaps it would be a good
idea anyway!)

2. Guests are not required to have the training for the one or two times they might come on a
backcountry ski tour before joining the club (or not). However, they must have the required
avalanche safety and rescue equipment (transceiver, probe, shovel).



3. Guests must now download a waiver form and read and

sign it before arriving at the meeting

place. This is to ensure the guests have carefully read the waiver in a well-lit place, and have signed
it knowing full well what they are signing. What we don’t want is for a waiver form to be thrust into a
guest’s hands in the dark and cold of 7:00 a.m. in the parking lot to be signed in the headlights! This

is not a good practice.

4. As with the canoe tours, the P&P now reflect the “common adventurer” philosophy. That is, the role
of the coordinator is not that of a leader or guide. The coordinator’s responsibilities are limited to
what it takes to bring a group of skiers together, all with the necessary equipment, fitness, training
and expectations, to enjoy a nice day of safe touring and turns. This means all members and

quests are personally responsible for their own saf

ety and must be constantly vigilant of

conditions and make their own judgments in relation to the degree of safety they desire.
5. Under conditions of High and Extreme avalanche hazard, some ski tours are not endorsed by the

club.

The club’s Board sincerely hopes members will appreciate the need for more rigorous P&P for
backcountry skiing. Please give them a careful read. If you have any ideas on how to improve them,
please let your ski touring committee know (Doug Ohrn and Gary Blechinger).

It is each individual's responsibility to prepare for the
conditions. This includes but is not limited to the
bringing of appropriate clothing; appropriate
equipment such as avalanche gear, skins, wax etc.;
appropriate snacks and beverages to share with me;
preparing for the trip with respect to difficulty level
and allowing enough time to complete the trip.

It is now required by people participating in BWCC
trips with an avalanche hazard of red to have taken
an avalanche awareness course and also to have
taken a transceiver practice session recently.

A keel or not g kel. .

..... that’s not the question! Canoes don’t need keels, period! I'm in line here with most modern canoe
builders in North America, if not worldwide. At least with the better ones....And with the majority of
canoeists on this planet! But still, there are a few companies that build canoes with keels. Some for
obvious reasons. Some for none. Except, maybe, because there are people around, who insist on a keel
underneath their canoe?

The main reasons to have something like a keel on a canoe in the 21st century is the inability to build
otherwise! Some of those cheap hulls need a keel for stability. By cheap, | mean cheap to build, not
necessarily cheap to buy....Others need a keel to give some sense of straightness. And with some, it's
only the production process, which calls for the keel.

Whatever it is: as canoeists we don't need it.
Those who still want one haven't learned to canoe yet or have never tried a good hull.

If you know your strokes and how to use them, you don't need the questionable aid of a keel to keep
track. And modern canoes without keels are not that expensive any more. In fact, a few canoe builders
make cheap hulls out of high-end materials with keels and sell them for exorbitant prices. Nonsense.
Even in those days wood and canvas canoe makers placed keels underneath their crafts to protect the
canvas, that practise was very questionable: the screws had to go through the canvas to attach the keel.
That led in most cases to the premature failure of the canvas itself and rot in the hull...

And what protection does a keel underneath a fibreglass or Kevlar canoe offer, if it is build into the hull
rather than being an addition to it? Exactly: none! Even worse, those keels tend to be the first part that
leaks due to abrasion. And that’s not easy to fix. And if a keel is added to the hull, it also adds a lot of
unnecessary weight! What purpose serves that on an expensive Kevlar canoe (one you bought to save
weight)?

If you ever have the chance: try the same hull with and without keel. You’ll be amazed what damage a
keel can do to the performance of a Prospector 16, i.e.! Yes, some companies offer a keel as an option.
Marketing to keep those customers happy who don't know yet....

If you're one of them, | hope | could at least wake you up and make you want to try a good canoe without
a keel! Your local paddle store should be a source to start with. And if you have difficulties with tracking:
take a course and learn how to do it right! Happy paddling! CU on the water .......

Spirited Waters

by Jennifer Hahn

As someone who, at a young age, set out to cycle around England alone and returned home, soaking
wet, the following day it is my opinion that adventurous solo voyages are enjoyed best by those who read
about them than the actual participants. However, if you can write, the sharing, which is the essence of
enjoyable travel, can be savoured after the actual event. Jennifer Hahn can write and in her prize winning
book indulges her readers in the fruits of her considerable research and knowledge as well as describing

the ardours of the trip itself.

The author was, and maybe still is, the owner of a kayak touring company based out of Seattle and her
narrative of kayaking the Inside Passage from Bella Bella to Seattle, completed over two springs and two

summers between 1992 and 1996, - sevetny days in all - is an excellent read. She is also an

accomplished artist, able to illustrate her story with deft sketches, accompanied by her notes, of life on
the seashore - from otters to sea palms.

Her fears, real and imagined - and what's the difference when you are truly scared - are described without
inhibition. Then there are the personal encounters, and the spiritual ones, the latter easily experienced in
this area of mists and dripping Spanish moss.

There is much about the use of the sea’s bounty so if you want to prepare wing kelp - “asparagus of the

sea” - or sea lettuce for, eating then the directions are here. And if you ever follow her recipe for
“chocolate ocean pudding”, let me know. She doesn’t actually say they are delicious, just nutricious,

hmmm.
